Ordinary Time  

10 June 2018  
 

Last Tuesday Chris Gordon from the Archdiocesan Life, Marriage and 
Family Office came to our parish to give a talk titled ôGod's Design For 
Marriage - Celebrating 50 years of Humane Vitae.õ It was probably the 
worst day of the week in terms of weather, with near -constant pouring 
down of solid rain all throughout. My worst fear was on the brink of being 
realised when, at first, there was just me and the speaker in the parish 
hall. Fortunately, some other people started to arrive, although not 
enough to require two hands for them to be counted. Not that I was overly 
surprised by such minute response, but I was sorry that the talk was not 
heard by more people because, honestly, it edified me with the beauty of 
church teaching which shone through the prophetic voice of Pope Paul VI.  
 
As some of us might know, the popeõs encyclical Humane Vitae was highly 
controversial when it  came out in the unforgettable year of 1968, for the 
simple reason that it defied the expectation of an overwhelming majority 
who thought that contraception would now be declared ôpermissibleõ by 
the Catholic Church. Given the sexual revolution of the 1960s, Humane 
Vitae probably seemed to many like an impossible teaching to accept. 
Even today, especially today, the idea of having ôas many children as 
physically possibleõ would seem horrifying to many couples who are under 
tremendous pressure on account of the fragile nature of existing in a 
world where nothing seems certain anymore. But, of course, that is not 
quite what Pope Paul VI actually taught. He merely re -articulated, per-
haps with stunning clarity, the perennial principle that manipulations of 
the marital act could not be in accord with the Creatorõs design; there had 
to be another way - a far better way for the couples themselves - if only we 
could...trust! (Enter ôNatural Family Planningõ) He predicted four conse-
quences of using artificial methods: increased marital infidelity, a general 
lowering of moral standards, objectification especially of women and, fi-
nally, civil authoritiesõ imposition of unsound sexual ethics on the whole 
society (think of how dangerous it is now to publicly disagree with what is 
being òlegalisedó). Pretty indisputable, if you ask me.  
 
We are not arbiters in the matters of truth; we are merely its humble 
guardians and interpreters. Therefore ôit could never be right for [the 
Church] to declare lawful what is in fact unlawful, since that, by its very 
nature, is always opposed to the true good of man.õ (Pope Paul VI) Com-
promising on the matters of truth, for whatsoever reason, can only lead to 
the demise of all, no matter whom it might please for a short while. Never-
theless, that is not to say that Christians are to be harsh on those who 
are struggling to live by the light of truth, for, by doing so, they would 
compromise the integrity of the very truth they supposedly stand for. Je-
sus ate with sinners; and so the Church is called to mercifully reach out 
to the òweakó - those on whom the splendour of truth is yet to dawn - and 
to love them ôuntil it hurts.õ (C.f. St Mother Teresa)

As a community of 
dialogue, the Church can be a model of what is possi-

ble when people learn once again the art of dia-
logue.   In this way the Church will be an instrument in 
Godõs plan for one new humanity (Cf. Eph 2:15-16).
